下面我们一起来看一下答案及解析。

1.【答案】D tricky
【解析】此处考察词义辨析+上下文语境。文章首段首句为主题句：每位父母都想成为好的父母。空格句开头为 but，
句意上出现了转折，“但是如何定义好的父母是个难题”，since后给出了原因，“因为不同的孩子对待同样的养育

方式反应也是不同的”。tricky意为“棘手的，困难的”，符合句意。

2.【答案】B for example
【解析】此处考察上下文逻辑关系。前面说了不同的孩子对待同样的养育方式反应也是不同的，此句为例证，如果

换一种养育方式，一个冷静而听话的孩子可能会比他的弟弟或妹妹反应更好些。所以用表示举例分析的 for example
最合适，其他选项另外、偶尔、意外地都不合适。

3.【答案】A Fortunately
【解析】此处考察副词词义辨析+上下文语境。空格所在句指出：还有一类父母描述起来会容易一些，这类就是非

常耐心的父母。第一段告诉我们如何定义怎样才是好的父母是个难题，这里在上下文文义上是个转折，幸运地是/
还好，有一类父母比较容易定义，并且各个年龄段的孩子都可以从他们的养育方式中获益。故选 Fortunately，其他

选项偶尔，对应地，最终地都不合适。

4.【答案】C describe
【解析】 此处考察动词词义辨析+上下文语境。第一段告诉我们如何定义怎样才是好的父母是个难题，第二段出现

转折说但是有一类父母很好描述/定义，describe与 define相呼应，故选 C符合句意。

5.【答案】Awhile
【解析】此处考察上下文逻辑关系。空格所在句指出：虽然每位父母都想成为耐心的父母，但这并不容易。逗号前

后为转折关系，四个选项中 while表转折，选 A符合句意。

6.【答案】B task
【解析】此处考察名词词义辨析。虽然每位父母都想成为耐心的父母，但这不是个容易的差事/任务。task意为任务，

其余选项答案，选择，途径/权限都不合适，故选 B符合句意。

7.【答案】A tolerant
【解析】此处考察形容词词义辨析。空格所在句指出有时父母会很累很沮丧，这时候对待孩子就很难沉着冷静

（composed）和包容。tolerant意为包容的，故选 A符合句意。

8.【答案】C push
【解析】此处考察动词词义辨析+上下文语境。你也不是圣人/你也只是普通人，而且有时候孩子会把你逼的很紧。

push为催促/紧逼，此处 move（移动，使感动），drag（拖拽），send（发送）均不符合句意，故选 C。
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9.【答案】D inevitable
【解析】此处考察形容词词意辨析+上下文语境。空格前一句指出：有时候孩子会把你逼的很紧。空格后一句指出

你会失去耐心，对孩子大吼大叫。那么这是孩子把你逼的很紧的必然结果，inevitable 为无法避免的/必然的，故选

D符合句意。

10.【答案】C harsh
【解析】此处考察词义辨析+上下文语境。空格句句意：你会失去耐心并对孩子大吼大叫，而且有时候会说一些很

伤人/刻薄的话，对每个人都没好处。根据上下文，something 后面的形容词一定是贬义的，harsh为刺耳的/严格的，

故选 C。

11.【答案】A turn back
【解析】此处考察动词搭配+上下文语境。空格句句意：你会希望时间倒流，一切重新再来。turn back为（使）往

回走，take apart 为拆开/拆解，set aside为把....放一旁/不理会，cover up为盖起来，均不符合句意，故选 A。

12.【答案】C however
【解析】此处考察上下文逻辑关系。空格句指出：然而，即使是这是很普遍的现象，我们还是要牢记，哪怕只是一

点点的疲惫，都会让你对孩子说一些你会后悔很久的话。上一段描述了一般情况下父母是如何对孩子失去耐心，并

且这很普遍（We've all been there/it's common)，空格句对比上一段发生了转折，故选 C。

13.【答案】D regret
【解析】此处考察动词词义辨析+上下文语境。上一段描述了父母如何对孩子失去耐心，然后又希望时间倒流一切

重新再来，那么疲惫时对孩子说的话一定是会让你后悔（regret）的，其他选项喜欢，错过，相信均不符合上下文，

故选 D。

14.【答案】B affect
【解析】考察动宾搭配。结合原文语境，“这也许不仅会伤害你和孩子之间的关系，而且会...你的孩子的自尊”所

以这里填上一个动词接后面的宾语自尊心，所以答案只能是 affect,“影响自尊心”。而 raise提高，养育；justify 证

明合理性；reflect影响，均不能合理搭配。

15.【答案】D cool
【解析】本题考察动宾搭配，也是主题复现，cool有“冷静之意。“如果你总是对你的孩子失去...,”本文一直在探

讨的主题就是对孩子要有耐心，因此符合题意的只能是 cool, 而 time时间，bond结合，纽带，race比赛，种族都不

符合这里的语境。

16.【答案】C importance
【解析】本题考察名词的修饰关系，A of B的结构中填名词 A，主要参照后面 of结构对它的修饰作用。Of结构在

这里表示“建立对孩子宽容和耐心的...”联系前面说”我们越来越重视...”因此符合题意的应该是 importance“重要

性”nature，自然、天性；secret秘密，context环境。

17.【答案】D confronted
【解析】本题考查动宾搭配，根据本题语境，“事实上，在....压力时情绪调节或维持情绪控制的能力是所有生活技

能中最重要的一项”，压力前面应该搭配“面对”故选择 confronted其他的 cheated欺骗，defeated打败，confused
困惑均不符合。
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18.【答案】B hard
【解析】此处考察表语形容词。主要参照跟前面的 incredible加起来表示“不可避免的...一直对孩子保持耐心”可以

先看选项 terrible糟糕的，strange 奇怪的，wrong错误的，这三个都不能放在此处形成合理搭配，所以 hard更合适。

19.【答案】A trying
【解析】本题考察修饰关系。根据原文语境“一个更实际的目标是去尝试，尽你最大的能力，当你面对涉及孩子的...
情况时，尽可能地宽容和冷静” 需要父母宽容和冷静的应该是不太好的情况，答案 trying 做形容词表示“令人厌

烦的”最合适。changing变化，exciting激动人心的 surprising令人惊讶的，均不能体现这里的含义。

20.【答案】B emerge
【解析】考察动宾搭配，这里的句义是“朝着这个目标努力的结果是，你和你的孩子将受益并从很有压力的这些时

候...，在身体和情感上感觉更好”。只有“浮现，出现”最符合，所以选择 emerge， 而 hide隐藏，withdraw撤退，

escape逃避均为负面含义，故不符合。

Text 1
Rats and other animals need to be highly at tuned to social signals from others so that can identify friends to

cooperate with and enemies to avoid. To find out if this extends to non-living beings, Loleh Quinn at the University of
California, San Diego, and her colleagues tested whether rats can detect social signals form robotic rats.

They housed eight adult rats with two types of robotic rat- one social and one asocial一 for 5 our days. The robots rats
were quite minimalist, resembling a chunkier version of a computer mouse with wheels-to move around and colorful
markings.

During the experiment, the social robot rat followed the living rats around, played with the same toys, and opened
caged doors to let trapped rats escape. Meanwhile, the asocial robot simply moved forwards and backwards and side to side

Next, the researchers trapped the robots in cages and gave the rats the opportunity to release them by pressing a
lever.

Across 18 trials each, the living rats were 52 percent more likely on average to set the social robot free than the
asocial one. This suggests that the rats perceived the social robot as a genuine social being. They may have bonded more
with the social robot because it displayed behaviours like communal exploring and playing. This could lead to the rats better
remembering having freed it earlier, and wanting the robot to return the favour when they get trapped, says Quinn.

The readiness of the rats to befriend the social robot was surprising given its minimal design. The robot was the
same size as a regular rat but resembled a simple plastic box on wheels.“We' d assumed we' d have to give it a moving head
and tail, facial features, and put a scene on it to make it smell like a real rat, but that wasn’t necessary, ”says Janet Wiles at
the University of Queensland in Australia, who helped with the research.
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The finding shows how sensitive rats are to social cues, even when they come from basic robots. Similarly, children
tend to treat robots as if they are fellow beings, even when they display only simple social signals.“ We humans seem to be
fascinated by robots, and it turns out other animals are too,”says Wiles.

It is true that CEO pay has gone up-top ones may make 300 times the pay of typical workers on average, and since the

mid-1970s CEO pay for large publicly traded American corporations has, by varying estimates, gone up by about 500% The
typical CEO of a top American corporation now makes about S18.9 million a year.

The best model for understanding the growth of CEO pay is that of limited CEO talent in a world where business
opportunities for the top firms are growing rapidly. The efforts of America's highest-earning 1% have been one of the more
dynamic elements of the global economy. It's not popular to say, but one reason their pay has gone up so much is that CEOs
really have upped their game relative to many other workers in the U.S. economy.

Today's CEO, at least for major American firms, must have many mere skills than simply being able to“ run the
company" CEOs must have a good sense of financial markets and maybe even how the company should trade in them. They
also need better public relations skills than their predecessors, as the costs of even a minor slipup can be significant. Then
there' s the fact that large American companies are much more globalized than ever before,with supply chains spread across
a larger number of countries. To lead in that system requires knowledge that is farly mind-boggling plus, virtually all major
American companies are beyond this major CEOs still have to do all the day-to-day work they have always done.

The common idea that high CEO pay is mainly about ripping people off doesn't explain history very well. By most
measures, corporate governmance has become a lot tighter and more rigorous since the 1970s. Yet it is principally during
this period of stronger govemnance that CEO pay has been high and rising. That suggests it is in the broader corporate
interest to recruit top candidates for increasingly tough jobs.”

Furthermore, the highest CEO salaries are paid to outside candidates, not to the cozy insider picks, another sign that
high CEO pay is not some kind of depredation at the expense of the rest of the company. And the stock market reacts
positively when companies tie CEO pay to, say, stock prices, a sign that those practices build up corporate value not just for
the CEO.

Text 3
Madrid was hailed as a public health beacon last November when it rolled out ambitious restrictions on the most

polluting cars. Seven months and one election day later, a new conservative city council suspended enforcement of the
clean air zone, a first step toward its possible demise.

Mayor Jose Luis Martinez -Almeida made opposition to the zone a centrepiece of his election campaign, despite its
success in improving air quality. A judge has now overruled the city 's decision to stop levying fines, ordering them
reinstated. But with legal battles ahead, the zone's future looks uncertain at best.

Among other weaknesses, the measures cities must employ when left to tackle dirty air on their own are politically
contentious, and therefore vulnerable. That s because they inevitably put the costs of cleaning the air on to individual drivers
一 who must pay fees or buy better vehicles 一 rather than on to the car manufacturers whose cheating is the real cause of
our toxic pollution.

It's not hard to imagine a similar reversal happening in London. The new ultra-low emission zone (Ulez) is likely to
be a big issue in next year's mayoral election. And if Sadiq Khan wins and extends it to the North and South Circular roads
in 2021 as he intends, it is sure to spark intense opposition from the far larger number of motorists who will then be
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affected.
It's not that measures such as London's Ulez are useless. Far from it. Local officials are using the levers that are

available to them to safeguard residents' health in the face of a serious threat. The zones do deliver some improvements to
air quality, and the science tells us that means real health benefits - fewer heart attacks, strokes and premature births, less
cancer, dementia and asthma. Fewer untimely deaths.

But mayors and councillors can only do so much about a problem that is far bigger than any one city or town. They
are acting because national governments一 Britain s and others across Europe - have failed to do so.

贴近生活，总体难度较低，考生可从容应对，个别语句较为抽象，略有难度，下面进行解析。

二、难句剖析

语从句。其中，the wonderful thing about failure 可以理解为“失败的妙处”，be up to sb.表示“取决

于某人”；it's entirely up to us to decide how to look at it可以理解为“完全由我们来决定如何看待它”，

把无灵主语 it译成有灵主语“我们”，更符合汉语习惯。

【译文】但是，失败的妙处就在于，完全由我们来决定如何看待它。

2.【原文】Or, we can look at failure as the incredible learning experience that it often is.

【分析】本句话由主句和 that引导的定语从句构成。其中，look at failure as the learning experience需

要注意措辞，incredible是形容词，最常见的意思是“不能相信的”，但也有“难以置信的、极大的、

极好的”之意；结合语境，翻译成“难以置信的”较为通顺，因此这半句话可理解为“把它看作令人

难以置信的学习经历”，为避免上下文重复，可将 failure译成代词“它”。

【译文】或者像以往一样，把它看作令人难以置信的学习经历。

句型来写：…take(s) a lion’s share, accounting for 59.5%，其它用手机的目的是打发时间、浏览信息和其它，分

别占到 20.5%，17%和 2%，这三者可以放在一起用一个句子来搞定，……occupy 20.5%, 17% and 2% respectively。

第二段分析原因，主要写这个现象的原因，尤其是用手机主要目的的成因。考生可以从这几个方面分析原因：

第一，随着经济的发展，人民生活水平提高，几乎每个家长都会给学买一部手机，这一点是前提条件。第二，

随着科技的进步，手机给人们带来了太多的便利，尤其是在学习、交流和查阅资料方面。

第三段写结论、趋势预测和建议。结论可以概括一点，大学生这样利用手机很符合年轻人的特点与时代特征。

趋势预测大概说明一下未来几年这边趋势会发生怎样的变化，一般而言图表中的现象都可以体现出未来一段时

间会继续持续一段时间。最后，可以提示年轻人不要沉迷于手机。

综上，今年的英语二大作文还是比较容易写出，具体写法请看下面的参考范文：

phones, the proportions of college students’ spending on study take a lion’s share, accounting for up to 59.5%. Then

those who would like to spend more time on goofing, browsing information and others occupy approximately 20%,

17% and 2% respectively.

二段： There are diverse components contributing to the above trend, but generally speaking, they may put down to

the following two aspects. Initially, there is no doubt that recent years have witnessed the rapid development of

economy, and people’s living standards have been improved remarkably, as a result of which, an increasing number of

parents are likely to buy their children a smart phone, which may provide possibility for students to apply more

advanced equipment into study, to the extent that their learning efficiency and reading horizons would be improved.

Simultaneously, along with the development of technology and the advancement of the Internet, a growing quantity of

college students’ reading habits have been changed because mobile phones would offer more convenience during their

study, which should be taken into account.
